The Fulbright Program

The Fulbright Program was established in 1946, after WWII, as an
initiative of Senator J. William Fulbright of Arkansas, who believed
that a program of educational and cultural exchange between the
people of the United States and those of other nations could play
an important role in building lasting world peace.

The purpose of the program is “to enable the government of the
United States to increase mutual understanding between the
people of the United States and the people of the other
countries.” Grants are made to U.S. citizens and nationals of other
countries for a variety of educational activities, primarily universi-
ty teaching, advanced research, graduate studies, non-academic
professional programs in specified fields, and language teaching.

Since 1946, over 360,000 talented people worldwide have been
awarded Fulbright Scholarships. It is now the largest and one of
the most prestigious, educational scholarship programs in the
world and operates between the U.S. and more than 160
countries. There are 57 Nobel Laureates and 80 Pulitzer Prize
winners who were Fulbright Grantees.
